Our members contributed the
necessary funds and volunteers committed
their time.

The Annual June Clean-up took place along
with the planting of the several perennials
including Rosa Rugosa, Stella d-Oro and
others. The planting of evergreens on the east
side was accomplished in September 2005. A
member and local Landscaper/Stonewall
Contractor Dick Dunn provided the heavy
landscaping services and materials at cost.
Thank you Dick. In October 2005 the bulbs for
the Irises and tubers for the Day-Lillie’'s were
planted along the fences and stone walls.

We added perennials to both sides of the front
entrance that complemented the brilliant blue
color in the west-side sign

2007

More colorful (fuchsia and purple) annuals
were added to both sides.

In September the fencing was removed,
cleaned and repainted. The west-side sign
was cleaned and repainted with clear-coat.
Bob Greymont took the lead in doing this work
and our Seacoast neighbor Dan Foster
provided Bob a big assist with the repainting of
the fences. Thank you to Dan and Thank you
to Bob.

The positive comments have increased each
year as the members and residents appreciate
the favorable impact that the improved FRONT
ENTRANCE LANDSCAPING has had on our
neighborhood.

SSAI will continue to be the focal point for
future improvements to association property
throughout the peninsula that will be the basis
for a better neighborhood and increased
property values.

Baby boomers:
Investigate Long Term Care Insurance

If you are employed and become ill or have an
accident, your accumulated sick leave may
cover your living expenses — at least for the
short term — but what about the long term?
How long could you live without a steady
income if you were laid up for months or even
years? And how long would it take before your
savings and investments were depleted?

These are questions that most people in their
40s, 50s and 60s probably don’t spend a lot of
time thinking about — much less planning for.



And unless a friend or family member has
required long term care, it's a subject that most
people know little about.

Ignorance is not bliss.

| have found that people do not want to talk
about the prospects of needing long term care
— especially if they’re young.

The assumption is that it's something that
happens to older people. However, in the blink
of an eye, the need for day-to-day assistance
can become a major issue. An automobile
accident may lead to a recuperation period
lasting for months, or an unforeseen illness
might require years of convalescence. Of
course, there is the worst-case scenario: the
need for care for life.

There are any number of life-altering changes
that can unexpectedly affect those between the
ages of 40 and 64 — accidents, stroke, heart
attack, breast or prostate cancer, Parkinson’s
Disease, multiple sclerosis, Lou Gehrig’s
Disease (ALS). Long term care needs are not
just confined to seniors.

So what happens when people need long term
care due to an illness or accident? Health and
medical insurance generally do not cover the
cost of long term care. And when income from
a job eventually stops, many are forced to live
off their savings or investment — while that
lasts. The emotional impact can be greatest on
family members.

The financial impact should not be
underestimated. According to the 2005
Genworth Financial Cost of Care Survey,
conducted by the independent research firm of
CareScout and issued May, 2005, the average
nationwide annual cost of a private room in a
skilled nursing facility is $69,400, and higher in
some metropolitan areas. *

The solution is at hand.

The solution is planning. And part of that

planning should include looking into long term
care insurance. Often, unless the ill or injured
person has a long term care insurance policy,

the money for long term care comes right out
of the family pocket. Cases where a family
member is forced to quit working to stay home
and supply the necessary care do happen.

Long term care insurance is, of course, about
helping to protect assets. It's also about
helping preserve dignity, quality of life and
financial independence — both for the person
who may become disabled and for his or her
family members.

In short, while long term care insurance is often
thought of as protection for our more
“seasoned” citizens, it can also be beneficial
for younger people, too.

SEACOAST SHORES “SNOWBIRDS”

Did you know that besides bringing cold
temperatures, chilly winds, and frost on our car
windshields, our winter on our Seacoast
Shores Peninsula brings some most interesting
waterfowl!?

Take a walk along Edgewater West or East
and look carefully upon the riverside. You will
see the Mallards, the handsome males
donning fluorescent green heads and necks,
white collars, and deep chestnut-brown breasts
which are most colorful in the fall and winter
months. The brown, drabber females are there,
too. Listen! The “girls” are the ones producing
the loud quacking sounds; my husband loves
to remind me.

Check more closely, and notice that other
ducks swim with these familiar ducks.
American Black ducks, resemble female
Mallards, but wear slightly darker brown
plumage. Both Mallards and Blacks are
dabbling ducks, rarely diving, but instead
putting their tail ends up in a comical way while
feeding on plants, roots, and snails.



Other winter visitors that we are
lucky to see include the diving ducks
which eat fish and crustaceans. My

favorites are the Hooded Mergansers. The 18”
males sport rounded black and white crests on
their head, which when raised, are quite
striking. Females have mostly a brownish, tan,
and white feathers, which help them blend in
more with the environment. Their feathery
crests look like they just blew dry their hair
making them most fashionable!

Another Merganser species is the
Red-breasted that likes the
{_g, brackish water surrounding our
== & ' neighborhood. Almost two feet
st long, these ducks with shaggy,
punk-like crests, swim under water
for quite a distance. | have seen them search
for food beneath thin ice, their bright orange
bills pointed forward, feathers held in tightly
while their feet stayed closely together behind

their streamlined, quickly-moving body. What a
visual treat!

Clearly, the most visible and recognizable
winter birds are the Mute Swans, European
natives that despite their name do make
guttural calls. One day in January, we counted
thirty birds, gliding dream-like upon the water’s
surface. We noticed some males, called cobs,
impressing females with their wings puffed out
like the Boston Swan boat rides. At times, they
swam aggressively towards rivals, heads low
with a fearsome, intent look. Then, the flock
moved together down river, to an area
providing them with tasty roots and a safe area
in which to swim. When at rest, they tucked
their long, sinewy necks under their wings and
looked like large floating snowballs.

Make sure that you feast your eyes on these
beautiful birds, most of which are seasonal
visitors. It is amazing that they survive our
frigid northeast storms, populated shores, and
hunters’ guns (I have even seen one
unsportsmanlike-like hunter herding ducks
from beneath the docks along the Child’s River

so that his partner could shoot them in the
bay).

| think of our feathered friends as true
snowbirds that we are so lucky to have along
our lovely Seacoast Shores coastlines. Make
sure that you observe them before; once again,
they heed nature’s call and migrate to their
Spring nesting grounds.
